Other New Business

The format should list out each bylaw change, the purpose for the change, and the revised bylaw as it would appear if passed by the membership.  With this information brought to the membership’s attention, Jennifer asked the membership if they had any objections to proceeding with the approval of the bylaws.  No objections were heard.  Jennifer proceeded with the approval process.  We had 29 active members present at this meeting.  There were no questions or comments by the membership.  The revisions passed by vote of 29-0 (all approved, no opposed).
